ENIS in Denmark
- European Network of Innovative Schools

ENIS network of 75 schools appointed by the Danish Ministry
of Education for three school years 2004/05, 05/06, 06/07

• Public primary and lower secondary schools (folkeskoler)
• Youth education; upper secondary education and vocational

schools
• Special needs education
• A few private schools offering primary and lower secondary

education
The innovative schools act in the role as demo schools where other

schools from the local area or region can ask for guidance and 
advise regarding innovative use of ICT.
